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Unfortunately, there is no quick fix to end animal 
neglect, but there are things we can and must do.  
 
If you suspect that an animal is being abused or  
neglected, don’ t hesitate to get involved. The most 
important thing you can do is report the cruelty to 
your local animal control agency.  If you are unclear 
about who to contact in your area, The Humane  
Society of the United States has a website 
(www.hsus.org) to help direct you to the correct 
local agency. 
 
For the most part, owners’  hearts are in the right 
place when it comes to their pets, they simply do not 
have enough information. Many people do not real-
ize that they are inadvertently putting their animals 
at risk, because no one has ever explained it to them. 
Part of getting involved is educating others.   
 
Education could have prevented Samba from reach-
ing twice his normal weight, a condition which may 
shorten his life span.  The feeding guidelines listed 
on food bags are almost always more than the 
amount your animal really needs. It is important to 
talk to your veterinarian about proper food choices 
for your pet.  
  
 

Allowing dogs and cats to reproduce when we are 
already in an overpopulation crisis, shows both a 
lack of education about the epic proportions of the 
problem and a lack of access to affordable      
resources for spay/neuter surgeries. Support for 
making these services available is critical. Contact 
your local lawmakers and voice your concern.  
Donate to organizations offering low cost spay 
and neuter services. 
 
Each of the dogs in this story have been placed in 
foster care so they can receive the love and care 
they need until they are healthy and/or old enough 
to be placed up for adoption.  If you would like to 
provide a temporary home to an animal in need 
please visit www.green-hill.org/foster_care.html 
to learn about this life saving program.

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Dog Park Etiquette  
Being Your Dog’s Playground Supervisor

The first time I took Kyla (my Siberian Husky 
mix) to the dog park she was 6 months old, and 
even though she only weighed 35 pounds, she 
was so excited it was all I could do to keep her 
from pulling my arm fro m its socket.  I watched 
as she raced free around acres of open space, 
frolicked with other dogs, and it looked to me 
like she was grinning from ear to ear.  At the 
time I lived in an apartment and most of her 
outdoor experiences had been on leash, which 
was a poor substitute for the freedom the dog 
park provided.   
 
Whether you’ re a dog park junkie, a casual 
visitor, or thinking about taking your dog for 
exercise, the single best gift you can give your 
dog (and yourself) is to learn how to keep your 
dog safe at the park.  Learning how to 
“communicate” with your dog and understand 
what he is telling you and the dogs around him 
can help prevent aggression and dog fights.  
Your behavior can help your dog learn to trust 
and defer to you in times of uncertainty.  
 

 

Dog Park “Do’s and Don’ts” 
 

Not every dog should go to the dog park.   
Some people  feel like they’ re depriving their 
dog if they don’t take her to the park.  Not all 
dogs like other dogs: some prefer the company 
of humans. Some are aggressive and shouldn’ t 
go to the park.  Others are too shy or fearful.   
 
Watch the dogs playing at the park before 
you go in.   
Are the dogs playing well together?  Is there a 
dog bullying or playing too rough with the other 
dogs?  Are a pack of dogs waiting by the     
entrance ready to mob your dog as he runs 
through the gate? 
 
Learn when to intervene and when to “let 
them work it out.”    
I can’t tell you how many times I’ve heard 
someone say, “oh, it’s okay, you’ re supposed to 
just let them work it out.” That’s not always the 
case.  An inhibited  snap, or growl from a   
mature dog can sometimes be appropriate and 

help calm an otherwise unruly or out of control 
dog.  Help your dog by moving her to the other 
side of the park, and if needed leave altogether 
 
Always supervise your dogs’ play.   
Just like they have playground supervisors for 
kids during recess, you are your dogs play-
ground supervisor.   
 
Keep moving or walking around the park.  
Conflicts tend to start when large groups of 
people and dogs are hanging out in one area. 
 
Never take your dog into the park and keep 
him on-leash. 
 
Remove your dog if  he’s af raid and doesn’t 
calm down af ter a few minutes or is bullying 
other dogs. If  your dog is ready to leave…let 
him. 
 
Don’t let other dog owners convince you that 
your dog’s “okay” if  you think he’s not. 
 
Pick up af ter your dog. 
Feces are one of the main ways that disease is 
spread from dog to dog, so by picking up after 
your dog you’ re helping keep him healthier. 
 
If  you think your dog might have had a trau-
matic experience ask a behaviorist for advice 
and help.  In some cases, a single negative ex-
perience can cause a lifetime of behavioral 
problems. 
 
Educate yourself  about canine body lan-
guage so you’ll know when your dog’s had 
enough.  There are lots of great books and  
videos available on canine body language.  

Canine Body Language: 
What is your dog telling you? 
 
Wanna Play?  Some typical signs of a relaxed, 
confident dog: 
· P lay bow: A play bow is an invitation to 
play and looks just like it sounds, like a bow. 
· Mouth open and relaxed, this looks like the 
dog is smiling. 
· Ears and Eyes relaxed and “soft” or     
neutral. 

· Paw lifting, sometimes pawing the air or at 
another dog. 
· Soft, wiggly, relaxed body. 
· A neutral tail wag, or circle wag. 
 

Signs of Stress, Uncertainty, or Fear 
 
· Raised hackles: hair standing up on the 
back of the shoulders, butt, or back.  (My Do-
berman mix is often uncertain meeting new 
dogs so the hair on his back will usually stand 
up.  Sometimes it means he needs to take a 
break from the dog he’s playing with.  
· A high (synchronized) wagging tail.  A 
wagging tail doesn’t always mean a happy 
dog…it can indicate a highly aroused or      
aggressive dog. 
· Excessive panting (okay, okay, usually 
there’s a lot of excessive panting at the dog 
park, but it can mean that your dog is stressed 
or worried). 
· A closed mouth. 
· Hiding behind you, constantly trying to 
move away or get away from other dogs. 
· Tail tucked or curled underneath the dog’s 
body. 
· Stiff, tense body: If a dog isn’t interested 
in playing with another dog, or doesn’t want to 
be chased, often they’ll stand really still in a 
frozen position until the dog investigating them 
moves away. 
 
Playground Supervisor 
The more you know about your dog and canine 
body language, the better equipped you’ll be to 
help prevent your dog from becoming aggres-
sive, injured, or traumatized.  You’ ll also be 
able to understand and decipher what your dog 
is trying to tell you. Your dog will appreciate it 
if you don’t yell at him if he gives an inhibited 
appropriate growl or snaps at an overly ram-
bunctious adolescent.  A little bit of precaution, 
education, and observation will go a long way 
to helping you develop and maintain a happy, 
behaviorally healthy dog.

Often a three to five week foster stay is 
all that is needed to train dogs to   become 
wonderful companions.  The dedication of a 
foster parent can make all the difference in 
terms of being able to place a dog in a   
loving home.

Cute, fluffy bunnies are       
well-known symbols of the 
Easter holiday, however, each 
year animal shelters around the 
country are burdened by an   
increase in rabbits entering their 
care after the Spring. Many 
Easter rabbits that aren’t       
surrendered to a shelter are 
dumped outside or they live out 
lives of boredom in cramped 
cages. 

 
Well-meaning parents often buy 
the bunnies for their children, 
underestimating the amount of 
care a rabbit actually requires. 
Greenhill Humane Society urges 
all parents considering buying a 
rabbit this Easter to understand 
that young children and bunnies 
aren’t a good match.  

 
“ A rabbit is a 10-year commit-
ment,” says Executive Director, 
Johnni Prince. “People need to 
understand that rabbits are not    

low-maintenance pets, and are often 
a poor choice as a pet for younger 
children.” 
 
Before adopting a rabbit, parents 
should consider:  
  • Rabbits are often frightened when 
held or carried 
  • They should live indoors, as 
members of the family—not outside 
  • You must “bunny-proof” your 
home to keep the rabbit from   
chewing furniture and cords 
  • Rabbits must be neutered or they 
will mark your home with urine (all 
of the rabbits at Greenhill are     
altered) 
• They may scratch or bite out of 
fear 
 
If your family is serious about    
getting a rabbit, Greenhill staff   
suggests purchasing a rabbit care 
book or a stuffed bunny for a gift 
instead, and �adopting a rabbit only 
after careful consideration of its 
needs—and after the holiday.

“We want to provide spay and neuter 
services to people who care about their 
pets, but who might not be able to afford 
the cost of the operation,” says Greenhill 
Executive Director, Johnni Prince.  

To qualify for the free spay or neuter,  
owners must have proof of income     
qualified status. There will be a limited 
number of certificates so it will be based 
on a first come first serve basis.
