In addition to his time at 
Greenhill, Cary has more than 12 
years of volunteer experience in  
animal welfare in Eugene, working 
with various groups and volunteering 
at spay/neuter clinics. He brings  
extensive experience in marketing, 
public relations and non-profit  
development. Cary previously worked 
in the development office at the  
University of Oregon.

Bred for strength, squat in 
stature with a broad, strong 
jawed head, they may look  
intimidating, but their  
disposition—when properly 
reared—is anything but. 

Perhaps, unfai rly, the Pit 
Bull has assumed a bit of an 
image problem. After all, dogs 
bite people everyday, but when 
a Pit Bull acts out, it makes the 
evening news. If ever there was 
a breed in need of a good  
publicist, it’s these canine 
gladiators. 

As Pit Bulls continue to 
make headlines—and often for 
the wrong reasons—their  
numbers are increasing  
dramatically. Even right here in 
Lane County the breed is  
multiplying at an alarming rate. 
As a result, too many Pit Bulls 
are born unwanted, leaving  
local animal shelters to take in 
what they can. 

Lane County Animal  
Regulation Authority and 
Greenhill Humane Society have 
both seen a glut of the breed. 
Between January and June of 
2007, LCARA received 182 Pit 
Bulls or Pit Bull mixes.  
Supervisor Tom Howard says 
that number is out of proportion 
with other breeds.  In a given 
week, two to five Pit Bulls or 
Pit Bull mixes are surrendered 
or transferred to Greenhill  
Humane Society, says  
Greenhill’s Director of  
Operations Theresa Iverson. 
“We have seen an increase in 
the number of pit bulls and 
mixes in the last year,” says 
Iverson. 

 
Shelter offi cials chalk up 

the problem of overpopulation 
to irresponsible breeding.  
Simply put, too many dog  
owners are not taking  
responsibility for getting their 
companions spayed or  
neutered. 

Because Pit Bulls and other 
breeds are available for free 
through classified ads and  
community websites, not many 
people are interested in  
adopting  them from shelters.  
A search on craigslist.com 
brought up eight posts for free 
Pit Bulls in the Eugene/
Springfield area in a single day. 
One ad hopes to give a litter of 
puppies away to good homes. It 
is doubtful that all these  
animals will find permanent  
placement. Statistically, only 
one in every 600 Pit Bulls in  
America will find a home, 
according to Animal Farm 
Foundation. 

Furthermore, too many  
perspective dog owners won’t 
give the breed a second 
thought, fearing they may  
possess undesirable traits. “ Our  
challenge in finding homes for 
this breed is the preconceived 
notions that surround the  
animal,” says Iverson.  

In her 15 years at Greenhill, 
Iverson has worked with a large 
number of Pit Bulls and only a 
select few displayed signs of 
aggression.  

Indeed, the idea that the 
breed is inherently aggressive is 
unfounded. Tests administered 
by the American Temperament 
Test Society, Inc., support that  
the dog is no more aggressive 
than other breeds. Out of 542  
APBTs tested, only 86 failed,  

giving the breed an 84.1  
percent pass rate.  

“ Very few fail for aggres-
sion,” says William Barclay, 
Director of Operations for 
ATTS. “The ones you hear 
about in the press, usually they 
haven’t been socialized by the 
owner, or maybe the attack was 
more provoked than they’ll tell 
you.” 

But so long as the public 
remains uneducated about the 
Pit Bull, it will continue to find 
itself on the blacklist, along 
with the German Shepherd, the 
Rottweiler and the Chow, a.k.a 
“the bully breeds.”  

If the animal eventually 
overcomes its image problems, 
then perhaps communities can 
lift certain restrictions that 
make the dog difficult to own. 
Many gated communities and 
apartment complexes have 
barred the breed, Iverson  
explains. “Restrictions only 
make the dog less adoptable.”  

While the chips may be 
stacked against the Pit Bull, 
there is hope. 

“This dog is not public  

enemy number one and it’s our 
job to make people aware of 
that,” says Greenhill’s  
Executive Director Cary  
Lieberman. “ At Greenhill, we 
will do our part to educate the 
public about Pit Bulls and other 
breeds. And we hope you’ll do 
your part and get your dog 
spayed or neutered.” 

The newspaper Animal  
People reports that the pit bull 
euthanasia rate in shelters in the 
U.S. is at 93 percent on average 
nationwide. That means only 
seven percent will go on to find 
new homes. Pit Bulls fare a  
little better in Lane County.  
According to Wellington, 35 
percent of Pit Bulls that enter 
LCARA are either transferred 
out or adopted.  

“ If you’re looking to 
adopt,” says Lieberman “ don’t 
rule the Pit Bull out. Come over 
and spend five minutes with 
one of our adoptable Pit Bulls. 
You’ll find that these are one of 
the most loving and loyal 
breeds out there. They make 
great companions.” 
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On occasion we meet  
animals in need of special  
treatment. Three of those pets 
are Autumn, Maya and  
Blondie. Each came to us with 
their own unique challenges 
and all have impressed us with 
their indomitable spirits.  

When we met Autumn, she 
had been found in an alley, in 
shock and missing a leg.  
Doctors believe her back leg 
had been gnawed off by a  
raccoon or other animal. But 
even as Autumn was bleeding 
and in pain, she purred when 

petted. After surgery, Autumn 
spent several weeks recovering 
in foster care. She was adopted 
shortly after recovery! We wish 
her and her new family well.  

Maya the Yorkshire Terrier 
was only six months old when 
she came to us with a broken 
leg; an injury she sustained 
while with her previous owners. 
The injury occurred when she 
jumped from a table onto a  
concrete floor, resulting in a 
fracture in both the ulna and 
radius of her right front leg. 
Because of her size and breed, 
the injury was considered  
severe. Our medical team’s 
initial concern was that they 
would have to amputate.  
However, they decided to cast 
her leg and give it an  
opportunity to heal first on its 
own. It turned out to be a wise 
move. Maya has recovered 
from the accident and is now 
being spoiled by her forever 
family.  

After a rough start, Blondie 
is on the fast track to finding 
her forever home, as well. This 
1-year-old Retriever/Border 
Collie mix was abandoned on 
our property with a bowl of 
food and water. Furthermore, 
she was suffering from a  
broken leg and ready to give 
birth at any moment! Greenhill 
staff immediately provided her 
shelter and medical treatment. 
In return, she gave us a litter of 
eight adorable pups. She is  
currently recovering from the 
surgery on her leg.  Blondie and 
her pups are in foster care and 

will be available for adoption 
soon.  

These three remarkable 
animals are testimonies to the 
difference your valuable  
donations make in helping a pet 
overcome di ffi culties.

Greenhill Humane Society, 
SPCA was founded in 1944, 
following a wave of animal 
cruelty cases. We purchased 
our land on Green Hill Road in 
1950 for $10,000, using dona-
tions from two individuals and 
a loan from a national humane  
association. In the mid -1950s, 
the City of Eugene contracted 
with Greenhill for $250 a 
month to take impounded dogs, 
prompting the shelter to build 
the dog kennels which are still 
in use today. 
 
Around the same time, cats 
were being brought in at such 
an alarming rate, there was no 
room to house them all. A 
member of the Eugene City 
Council donated a building that 
became the first official cattery 
in the area. 
 
It was clear from the outset that 
Lane County had a pet  
overpopulation problem. In 
1958, the number of animals 
brought into the shelter was 
10,527… climbing to 15,330 
by 1965. In addition to investi-
gating animal cruelty cases, 
Greenhill focused on caring for 
the animals brought into the  
shelter. We found homes for as 
many as possible and  
encouraged the community to 
spay and neuter their pets. 

In 1979, Lane County Animal 
Regulation  Authority opened 
its own kennel and cattery,  
initiating a significant change 
in direction for Greenhill. No 
longer were the huge numbers 
of animals coming into the 
shelter, and neither were the 
funds from the county. In the 
early 1980s there were  
questions about whether 
Greenhill could support its  
mission, but the need was too 
great to simply shut the doors. 
So Greenhill set out to become 
an organization fully funded by 
donations and fees for service. 
And that is who we still are  
today – a private, non-profit  
organization that is 100%  
community funded. 
 
In 1987, Greenhill received 
7,323 animals. Unfortunately, 
only 6% of those animals 
found their “ forever homes.”  
With limited staff and   
resources, animals were only 
given a short time to be 
adopted before being humanely 
euthanized. We knew this was 
unacceptable. So, through the 
1990s, we worked to increase 
the number of homeless  
animals that were adopted. By 
1995, 35% of animals at 
Greenhill found “ forever  
families.” But the number of 
animals we received was  
 
 

growing faster than new homes 
could be found. This was  
particularly a problem for the 
cat population, and in 1999 we 
built a new cattery, allowing 
Greenhill to house about 200 
homeless felines at any given 
time. 
 
In 2003, new homes were 
found for 75% of animals that 
were brought into Greenhill. 
Those that were not placed into 
new homes were either too sick 
or exhibited behavior problems 
that could not be adequately 
handled in a shelter  
environment. 
 
With the help of incredibly 
dedicated staff, volunteers and 
donors, Greenhill Humane  
Society has come a long way 
over the past 65+ years. But we 
intend  to go further. We will 
do more to address the health 
and behavior of every animal 
we receive. Euthanasia will not 
be considered until every last  
resource is exhausted. 
 
We hope you’ll support us as 
we move forward. Please join 
us in the fight to end animal 
overpopulation through spay 
and neuter, and stand beside us 
as we work to make life better 
for each and every animal in 
Lane County.

By doubling the funds dedicated to Spay Day this year, we were able 
to help every person who called our hotline – no one who qualified 
was turned away.

Places like the beach, doggie daycare centers or dog parks seem to add the most  
challenges for humans as their dogs start to anticipate arriving at their favorite digs, 
blocks before reaching the destination. It’s as if your dog can pick out the landmarks 
and read street signs! It’s maddening and dangerous to travel with a dog that is  
bouncing all over the car, barking, whining—not to mention embarrassing. 
 
Barking, jumping on the  
windows, or shoving you out of 
the way to get out of the car is 
not what most pet parents had 
in mind when they envisioned 
car rides with their pooch. 
 
Trainer’s note:  If it’s not  
anticipation of a destination 
that sends your dog into a  
frenzy, it’s most likely manic 
barking and possibly  
aggressive display behaviors 
that have many pet parents perplexed. This is another matter and will not be addressed 
in this article, however these same exercises can be used to build some foundation  
behaviors to later use during these situations. Talk to a behavior trainer to decide on a 
behavior modifi cation program.  
 
What can you do? 
Teach your dog what you want him to do in the car, like lie down and relax on a mat.  
Start by practicing without actually going anywhere — go to the car with treats and a 
towel or mat for your dog to lie on, then reinforce anything your dog does that’s calm: 
sitting, standing, etc. Do this on the leash and work toward him lying down; it’s  
helpful if you practice in the house before progressing to the car. Be sure to place the 
mat in the area where you would ultimately like him to ride. Once you have him  
successfully resting on the mat while the car isn’t moving, do it with the car running, 
then progress to driving a couple of feet or so (just so you simulate going for a ride), 
stop and train again. 
 
Use management techniques to prevent the behavior in the first place. Dog seat belts 
and using a crate in the car are good ways to confine your dog and prevent him from 
bouncing all over when he is excited. If your dog barks at people and dogs outside of 
the car, restrict his view by covering the crate. 
 
Do not allow your dog to jump out of the car in an aroused state. Start by working in a 
low distraction environment (the driveway or garage) until you can see that your dog 
can calmly jump out of the car there. Gradually increase the level of di ffi culty. For 
safety, be sure to work with your dog on leash, so he can’t bolt out of the door. When 
your dog is in the car, open the door just enough so he can hear you and say “ wait,” 
then begin opening the door very slowly. Anytime your dog moves towards the door to 
rush through, close the door, don’t latch it, and be careful not to hit your dog with the 
door! Repeat this until your dog is sitting and waiting for you to release him “out” and 
the door is open far enough that he could jump out but is choosing not to.

Today’s Topic: Arthritis pain 
�

What are the warning signs  
of arthritis? 

Have you noticed a little less of a spring in 
Spot’s step this summer?  Signs of  
arthritis in dogs include soreness after  
exercise, a reluctance to jump up into the 
car or back of a truck, diffi culty getting up 
in the morning or after a long nap, or lag-
ging behind you on a walk. 
 
What should I do if I think my dog might 

have arthritis?  
A thorough orthopedic exam by your vet, 
and possibly x-rays to check for evidence of 
arthritis or other orthopedic problems, are 
recommended. Often blood-work is also 
needed for older animals before  
arthritis medications are prescribed.  
Resting your pet is a good idea anytime 
soreness is seen. 
 

What can I give my dog  
or cat for the pain? 

Medications for arthritis pain for dogs and 
cats are available by prescription from your 
vet. Over the counter medications are not 
generally recommended for long term use. 
Even one tablet of Tylenol or Advil can be 
fatal if given to cats! 

 
Are there any natural therapies  

I can try? 
Yes. Natural products such as 
Glucosamine, Chondroitin, and MSM may 
help. They can be used alone or in conjunc-
tion with NSAIDS. If your pet is over-
weight, losing some of that weight will also 
help. 
 
Talk to your vet about what else you can do 
for your senior pet to keep him/her comfort-
able in those golden years!
